Outside of Eden

If food is good for you, what could be
wrong with eating it? If something is
pleasing to behold, what could be wrong
with looking at it? If doing something will
give me experience, what could be wrong
with learning?

According to the Book of Genesis, that is
how Eve rationalized biting into forbidden
fruit. She did not intend to do evil. She
looked for what was good.

-~ all the Fridays of Lent means to not eat meat on
those days. It does not intend the omission of eggs or dairy
products.

The required fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday involves
eating only one full meal on those days. One or two smaller meals
may be taken on those days, but may not total one full meal. The
required fast does not allow eating anything between meals.

Journeys of Faith

| came from a Buddhist background, although my family does not
practice it very much. So | basically had little to no religious
background growing up. Religion was not important to me and |
did not find any significance in practicing any kind of spiritual
belief system. | would not say | was an atheist, as | believed in
spirits and God, but | never incorporated it into my life. | was
introduced to the Catholic Church by my girlfriend at the time and
now fiancé, Christine. But | did not find an interest in it at the time
and only went to church with her as support.

Years went on and as | got older, | started to contemplate about
life more. | started to think about what was the real purpose in
life. I had graduated college and was succeeding in my career and
| had a great relationship with Christine, but something was still
missing. | thought | would be happy that | made something out of
myself and | found the love of my life, but I still had this empty
feeling inside.

That is when | realized that practicing a type of faith would make
me feel whole, make me a better-rounded person instead of this
robot who worked all day and went through this cycle of life that
was just unfulfilling to me. | started looking into Buddhism as it
was kind of integrated into my life already, but Buddhism, to me,
was just a philosophy of living a good life, and | felt | needed more
than that. So | turned to Catholicism. With the support and
guidance of Christine, | signed up for RCIA to see if this is
something | really wanted to do.

| was very anxious and did not know what to expect. Frankly, | was
scared because | did not know anything about Catholicism or
religion in general and | was about to jump in blindly. | only knew
that | was ready to accept God into my life. But Charlene and the
RCIA team welcomed me with open arms and | felt at ease
knowing | made the right choice in starting this journey with them
at St. Norbert’s.

Through my journey, | have learned that | am not alone in this
world. | learned that God had a plan for me all along. | felt
introducing Catholicism later in this stage of my life makes me
appreciate it more and see how | can live my life through God and
not have to go through the many struggles of life by myself. |
would like to thank my sponsor and fiancé Christine for her
support in my journey. | also would like to thank Charlene and the
RCIA team for giving me the tools to continue on this journey in
finding God.
