End 
We struggle 
these days in 
talking about 
death. Unǝl the 
last century most 
people rarely, if 

ever, talked openly about sexuality, but 
all were familiar with death because 
family members died at home: a mother 
in childbirth, small children from 
infecǝous diseases, and grandparents 
from the ills of old age. Nowadays the 
reverse is true. Discussion about sex and 
sexuality is a commonplace in our world 
and death has become the great taboo. 
Death in this country is mainly 
compartmentalized in hospitals, hospices, 
and nursing homes, where the dying are 
surrounded by high-tech equipment and 
professional personnel who do the best 
they can to ease the pain and suũering. 
We ourselves may be so troubled or even 
afraid to think about death that we do 
not use the words “died” or “dead” in 
ordinary conversaǝon. Most people 
prefer to subsǝtute another word or 
phrase: “Grandpa passed away.” “We lost 
Uncle David.” “Jean has gone to be with 
the Lord.” Today’s readings are all about 
death but, even more powerfully, about 
the ability of our Lord and God to raise us 
up from death. There is the death of the 
spirit in this life, when a person turns 
away from God or simply becomes 
apatheǝc or goes through the moǝons of 
belief, and there is the final death of the 
earthly body that must come inevitably to 
each of us. If we do not tackle the “liǧle 
death” of apathy and failure to live as a 
disciple of Jesus, we are unlikely to face 
the end of our mortal life with either 
hope or peace in our hearts. The Good 
News of Jesus is that we can rise from the 
liǧle deaths of sinfulness and 
indiũerence—beginning right now—and 
because he died and rose again we can 
hope for eternal life with him.

What Was Happening in the Twelfth 
Century? 
The Cathedral School of Paris which had produced the great 
theologian Pierre Abelard, would conǝnue to develop 
Scholasǝcism in the Church. Toward the end of Abelard’s life, in 
1142, he became acquainted with another priest who was to have 
lasǝng influence on the Church, and parǝcularly sacramental 
theology. That man was Peter (or Pierre) Lombard. 
Peter was born around 1100 in Lombardy, hence his surname, to a 
poor family. As a student in the local cathedral school, his natural 
intelligence brought him to the aǧenǝon of Bishop Odo of Lucca, 
who recommended the young student to Bernard of Clairvaux, 
who enabled Peter to leave Italy and conǝnue his educaǝon in 
Reims and Paris. Upon compleǝng his studies, Bernard 
recommended Peter to the Cathedral School of Paris, which would 
become the University of Paris, as a teacher. He began teaching at 
that school in 1134, but it was not unǝl 1142 that he began to 
draw aǧenǝon as a writer and theologian. In 1145, he was given 
the ǝtle of magister or Professor at the Cathedral School of Notre 
Dame, where he became a canon which was unusual for a person 
not of noble birth. Two years later he received Minor Orders as a 
subdeacon and was ordained as a priest around 1154. He would 
become the Bishop of Paris in 1159, but for only a few months 
prior to his death in 1160. 
Peter Lombard wrote several Biblical Commentaries, but his most

important work was a four volume theological treaǝse called 
Sentences. This became the foundaǝonal text for theologians of 
the scholasǝc period. Peter addressed many areas of theology in 
his books, the first focusing on Trinitarian theology, the second on 
Creaǝon, the third on Christology, and the fourth on Sacraments, 
which included definiǝon and refinement of the sacramental 
pracǝce of the Church. Future theologians such as Albert Magus, 
Thomas Aquinas and William of Ockham drew heavily from 
Lombard’s Sentences. 
Before this ǝme, the number of sacraments celebrated varied 
from Bishop to Bishop. Bapǝsm and Eucharist were always 
recognized as tantamount, and had been from the earliest history 
of the Church. In some places, only these two sacraments were 
acknowledged. Other Bishops claimed as many as fourteen 
diũerent sacraments. Some of those included the recepǝon of 
ashes on Ash Wednesday, the washing of feet on Holy Thursday, 
certain penitenǝal pracǝces, and the anoinǝng of Kings. Peter 
hypothesized that seven acǝons of the Church were validly 
sacraments, and some others, which were holy and worthwhile 
tradiǝons, were not of sacramental power. 
His criteria for determining the sacramentality of an acǝon was 
fourfold: it must have been insǝtuted by Christ, it must be 
consistent with the Scriptures, it must have been pracǝced since 
apostolic ǝmes, and it must reflect the faith of the Church. He 
divided the seven sacraments into three groups, sacraments of 
iniǝaǝon, sacraments of vocaǝon or service, and sacraments of 
healing. They were Bapǝsm, Confirmaǝon, Eucharist, Marriage, 
Holy Orders, Reconciliaǝon, and Anoinǝng of the Sick. Each of 
these could be traced to direct acǝons or teaching of Jesus, who 
commissioned his disciples to bapǝze, sent the Holy Spirit upon 
the Church, insǝtuted the Eucharist at the Last Supper, taught 
about the indissolvable nature of the union of marriage, bestowed 
authority of leadership, forgave sins, and healed the sick. Each of 
these could also be referenced in the texts of the New Testament, 
and were pracǝced since the earliest century of the Church.    
Some bishops, adamantly disagreed with Matrimony being 
considered a sacrament. They believed it to be a civil contract, 
oƊen arranged for poliǝcal or financial reasons, and argued that 
Christ had not insǝtuted it, since people had married for millennia 
prior to the birth of Jesus. Some were also uneasy because 
marriage involves sexual inǝmacy, which some bishops, following 
the thought of St. Augusǝne, believed to be at least venially sinful 
under any circumstances. Peter claimed that Jesus had raised 
marriage to a sacramental covenant by his teaching on 
monogamy, of the permanence marriage, and not allowing 
divorce that was permiǧed under Mosaic law. He also argued that 
valid marriage was based on the free will consent of both parǝes 
to this lifelong union. 
Peter Lombard’s sacramental theology was endorsed by Pope 
Alexander III, and raǝfied by the Fourth Lateran Council. 
And, so, the history of the Church conǝnues . . .

Pero ya en esta vida una persona puede 
experimentar la muerte espiritual cuando 
se aleja de Dios, cuando se vuelve apáǝca 
en su fe o cuando sus creencias son sólo 
ritos exteriores.
